Take A378 to Taunton and take first right, signed Wick. 
Continue to Stathe and turn left, signed Stoke St Greg-
ory and follow signs into villlage. 

From Bridgwater: 
 
Take A372 to Othery and turn right on the A361 to 
Burrowbridge. Turn left immediately after the King Al-
fred PH  and crossing the River Parrett. Turn right im-
mediately after crossing the River Tone and follow the 
signs to Stoke St Gregory. 

From Ilminster: 
Follow signs to Taunton (A358) and turn right at lights 
at start of dual carriageway, signed Langport (A378). 
Fork left almost immediately, sign posted North Curry 
and Stoke St Gregory. Follow road into the village.
